More air/less helium balloon design affords a big visual impact and many times can fill the space with fewer balloons than helium. Air filled balloons can be prepared days ahead of time which decreases your labor costs.

Professional Results 

Precision execution and fine detail are relatively easy to achieve with a minimum effort and the right equipment and tools.  Use air-filled balloons, and you’ll look like a pro even in locations that don’t allow helium.

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TOOLS AND EQUIPMENT:

· Professional Equipment that automatically sizes and, easy to use templates will insure your work looks precise every time for smooth, perfect lines throughout your designs. My favorite precision inflators? Conwin Precision Air or Dual Split Second Sizer which works with helium and Nitrogen or an air compressor.

· When treating balloons with Ultra HI-FLOAT, always, always, always use the proper measurement. Guess work will be inconsistent and so will the performance of your work.

· Don’t float--fly! It’s easy to look lighter than air with Clik Clik O-Ring Magnets and a MagMover system to “clik” air filled decor to metal rig points to appear to float in thin air!


HELIUM AND AIR???

· 60/40 techniques are easier and more precise with Conwin 60/40 inflators that automatically and precisely fill to that exact percentage.

· Today, you can even treat 60/40 11 inch balloons. This saves in product costs and is a perfect alternative when you need a longer window of performance than without treatment. This works well when a shorter float time can be effective. Be careful of adding too much ribbon since it can keep balloons from floating.

· Nitrogen or Air? Both work very well. Nitrogen with a precision sizer is fast and easy and simply requires transportation of tanks. Air is provided by an electric air inflator like a Mini Cool Air which requires a sizing template for consistent appearance or an automatic air precision sizer.


ACCESSORIZE!

· Accent materials are important to create a finished look for occasions like weddings. Tulle[image: image10.png]
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, silk blossoms, strands of pearls, props, and ribbon accents will add polish and harmony to an already strong design. Best of all, designs that use more air and less helium support these attractive accents more securely.

· Creating the illusion of movement within a stationary display is not difficult.  Wide ribbon tails trailing and curling within a design will add a dash of rhythm and motion and make a design appear more interesting.

· Become best friends with the Principles and Elements of Design to insure though mostly air filled, your balloon designs will have a lighter-than-air appearance with the placement and sizing of the balloons and color use within the designs.

Last, don’t forget to bring your camera to your job site so more customers can see this wonderful décor option. If they see it, you’ll sell it!
